2. the student is asked to leave
the program for disciplinary
reasons.

COURSE CANCELLATION

e The Summer School Program, or any

specific course or activity therein,
may be modified or cancelled due to
insufficient enrollment. Decisions on
the cancellation of a course due to a
lack of enrollment may be made up
to two days prior to the start of the
course. The Summer School will call
the home of any students enrolled in
a course that is canceled.

CREDIT INFORMATION

e All credit courses meet the minimum

state requirement for the number of
instructional hours offered and are
approved for credit by the West
Hartford/Hartford/Bloomfield
Boards of Education.

All students must check with their
guidance counselor if they plan to
take courses for credit toward
their local graduation require-
ments.

Some credit courses may require
prior approval of the student’s
Department Supervisor. Any students
applying for a credit course should
make sure that it meets the require-
ments of his/her own school, and
should know the school’s policy
regarding credit and grades from
Summer School prior to registration.
